SCOUTING GEORGIA TECH: The Yellow Jackets took 2-0f-3
games from Wake Forest this past weekend. Georgia Tech had final
exams this week, so they did not play any midweek games. The
Yellow Jackets are led at the plate by Charlie Blackmon, who is
hitting .366 with 10 doubles and 29 runs-batted-in. Derek Dietrich
and Tony Plagman had 13 home runs each, while the team has

70 round trippers on the year. David Duncan will pitch the open-
ing game for Tech. He has a 5-2 record wtih 57 strikeouts in 65.2
innings.

SERIES VS. GEORGIA TECH: Georgia Tech leads the all-time se-
ries 12-3, but Coastal has won two of the last four games, including
a 7-6 win May 10, 2005. Senior Tommy Baldridge (Fort Mill, S.C./
Fort Mill) is the only current Chanticleer that played in that game.

He was 2-for-3 with a walk. Coastal defeated the Yellow Jackets 5-3
in the 2001 Athens Regional.

That gave the Chan-
ticleers 100 for the season. Junior David Sappelt (Graham, N.C./
Southern Alamance) recorded his team-leading 16th double of the
year, while junior David Anderson (Lexington, S.C./White Knoll)
had his 12th double and his ninth home run of the year. Coastal has
five players in double figures in doubles this season.

FLEET EARNS QUALITY START IN CITADEL WIN: Sophomore
Austin Fleet (Edmond, Okla./Santa Fe) allowed just four hits and
one run in six innings in a 9-1 win over The Citadel April 30. In one
stretch, Fleet retired 14 Bulldogs in a row and had three strikeouts
to earn his fourth win of the season.

MIRROR IMAGE?: This year’s team enters its 47th game with the
same record the 2007 team had. Last year, the Chants were 50-13
and advanced to the championship game of the 2007 Myrtle Beach
Regional.

18-20 all were strong. Junior Bobby Gagg (Hamburg, N.J./Wallkill)
went eight-plus innings, allowing two earned runs and striking out
seven in the 4-3 win Friday night. He matched up with UNCA’s
Alan DeRatt, who allowed just three hits in eight innings. Sopho-
more Nick McCully (Lakeland, Fla./Santa Fe Catholic) then did
not allow a run in seven innings, winning a team-best sixth game of
the year. Senior Joey Haug (Holt, Mo./Maple Woods C.C.) pitched
seven innings and gave up only one earned run in the 3-2 win on
Sunday. In relief, junior Pete Andrelczyk (Lancaster, Pa./Manheim
Twp.) earned two wins while striking out three in three innings.

ESPNU SHOWS CHANTS WIN: Coastal's 3-2 win over UNC
Asheville April 20 was broadcast on ESPNU. Coastal has had six
games on the cable network the past three seasons, including all
four games of the 2007 Myrtle Beach Regional.

COASTAL INTHE POLLS: Coastal is 15th in the NCBWA poll,
15th in the ESPN/USA Today poll, 20th in the Baseball America poll
and 24th in the Collegiate Baseball poll. Coastal also is 21st in the
Rivals.com poll. Coastal is at its highest ranking of the season in
three of the four polls.

COASTAL IN THE PROS: Seven former Coastal players have
started the 2008 season in the minor leagues. Mike Costanzo is
in Norfolk, the Triple A affiliate of the Baltimore Orioles. Michael
Dedesus is in Chattanooga, the Double A afililate of the Cincinnati
Reds. Dom Duggan is in San Jose, the High A affiliate of the San
Francisco Giants, while Brandon Powell is playing for the Myrtle
Beach Pelicans. Andy DelLaGarza, John Mariotti and Travis Ris-
ser all are in the South Atlantic League. DelLaGarza is in Augusta
(San Francisco), Mariotti in Delmarva (Baltimore) and Risser in
Columbus (Tampa Bay).

COASTAL ADDS RIGHT FIELD DECK: The first game of the
UNC Asheville series also was the opening game for the new deck
beyond the wall in right field. The deck holds 180 fans and will be
open for the final nine games at Watson Stadium/Vrooman Field.

DOYLE RATED THIRD-BEST CATCHER BY RIVALS.COM: Ju-
nior Dock Doyle (Conway, S.C./Conway) is ranked the third best
catcher in the country by the website Rivals.com. The site lists
weekly rakings for several positions. Doyle is behind Buster Posey
of Florida State and Ryan Lavarnway of Yale in the April 15 rank-
ings. Doyle is hitting .355 with 11 home runs and 47 RBI for the
Chanticleers.

TOUGH SCHEDULE FACES CHANTS: Coastal Carolina will play five teams ranked in the Collegiate Base-
ball Preseason Top-30 along with 13 games against the Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) in the 2008 sched-
ule. Coastal will host Michigan for two games in the Centex Homes Invitational March 15-16. Michigan is
ranked as high as eighth in the Baseball America poll. Coastal also has midweek games against North
Carolina, Clemson, North Carolina State, Virginia and Wake Forest and has a three-game series at Georgia
Tech May 2-4.

MARTIN TO START FIFTH SEASON FOR CHANTS: Redshirt senior Derek Martin (Barnwell, S.C./Barnwell)
starts his fifth and final season in a Coastal Carolina uniform. Martin has a career .271 batting average with
23 doubles, five home runs and 93 runs-batted-in in 162 games. Martin played only three games in 2005 due
to injury, earning a redshirt.

Braddock (St. John’s)), sophomore Adam Rice (Murphy, Texas/Kennedy (Elgin C.C.)) and sophomore Jim
Birmingham (Pine Hill, N.J./Overbrook (Penn)). Freshman Rich Witten (Danville, Ky./Danville) is in the rota-
tion for the first weekend, while classmate Scott Woodward (Markle, Ind./Norwell) is a probable starter in the

COASTAL TO VIDEO STREAM 23 GAMES: The Coastal Carolina University baseball team will have 23 of
its games at Watson Stadium/Vrooman Field video streamed on THE EDGE at www.BigSouthSports.com
this season. The schedule began with the season opener Feb. 22 against Maryland beginning at 4 p.m. THE
EDGE also will show every game of the 2008 Big South Baseball Tournament in Danville, Va.

Each game will cost $4.95 or the baseball season package, which includes the Big South Game of the
Week and other selected games by each conference school, will be $29.95. The Big South Tournament can
be viewed for $6.95 per day or $14.95 for the entire tournament.

a regional, as the Chanticleers were the number-one seed for the second time in three years. Coastal ad-
vanced to the regional championship game, falling to Clemson in the finale. The winner’s bracket final on
June 3 brought in 6,231 fans, a record at BB&T Coastal Field. Dock Doyle, Dom Duggan and Bobby Gagg
were named to the All-Myrtle Beach Regional team.

Coastal Carolina head coach Gary Gilmore, who is
entering his 13th season with the Chanticleers, has
seen the program continually rise in the world of college
baseball to a national power. Six NCAA berths, seven
40+ win seasons in the last nine years, 10-straight
winning seasons, numerous draft picks with more to
come and a stadium that will become one of the nicest
in the country are just a part of the exciting things going
on in Coastal Carolina baseball.

Coastal enjoyed national success in 2007, as the
Chanticleers hosted an NCAA Regional for the first
time in school history and won 50 games for the
second time in three seasons. Coastal won both the
Big South Conference regular-season and tournament
titles for the second time in six years, going 4-0 in
the BSC Tournament and defeating Liberty 6-5 in the
championship game. The Chanticleers had a 16-game
winning streak in the middle of the season and the
13 losses were the fewest in Gilmore’s 12 seasons in
Conway. Gilmore was named the Midseason Coach of
the Year by Baseball America and earned his fourth Big
South Coach of the Year honor. He earned his 700th
career win May 12 against UNC Asheville. Coastal
hosted the 2007 Myrtle Beach Regional and its game
against Clemson brought out 6,231 fans, a BB&T
Coastal Field record. Bobby Gagg and David Sappelt
earned All-America honors by Collegiate Baseball, while
Sappelt was the Big South Player of the Year, Gagg was
the Pitcher of the Year and Tommy Baldridge was the
BSC Tournament Most Valuable Player. CCU ended the
season ranked 20th by Baseball America. Gilmore also
received a new contract in late June, keeping him as
the head coach at CCU through at least 2015, including
performance incentives and raises through the term of
the contract. It will also provide increases in the Coastal
baseball operating budget during that time.

In his 18 seasons as a college head coach, Gilmore’s

Players of the Year, including Sappelt in 2007. Ryan
McGraw also broke the NCAA single-season stolen
base mark with 63 in 2002.

UNCA: Coastal head coach Gary Gilmore earned his
700th career win in a 10-2 victory over UNC Asheville
May 12. Gilmore has a 747-374 record in his 19th sea-
son as a head coach. He also has a 494-272 record in
his 13th season at Coastal. He earned his 400th win
at Coastal May 12, 2006 at Radford and has helped
Coastal to 40-win seasons seven of the last nine years
and six NCAA regionals. Gilmore is one of only 39 ac-
tive coaches in Division | baseball who have 700 wins.
